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2010 OMPH FIELD EXPERIENCE* GUIDE

Tips for planning your field experience 

· Each track has its own detailed guidebook which outlines the requirements for organizing their field experience. Obtain this packet by linking to it from the OMPH website (click on “students” then scroll down the page to “Field Experience”).

· All students must have completed all core and track coursework prior to beginning their field experience.

· Identify your organization based on your own ideas, contacts, OMPH listserv, previous OMPH student site placements (database), and sites identified in consultation with your faculty advisor. 

· You will be required to write learning objectives and competencies.  Obtain writing guidelines by linking to your track’s field experience orientation on the OMPH website (click on “students” then scroll to “Field Experience Orientation Presentations”).  These are in Powerpoint format.

· Meet with your advisor early to discuss your learning objective. You need to meet with your advisor at least one term prior to beginning your field experience.

· You will need to identify a site preceptor that will act as a mentor in your field experience.  Preceptors are not your faculty advisors. Preceptors must have public health credentials or appropriate health related credentials and experience to provide appropriate mentorship/supervision in the learning experience.  
· You are required to attend a field experience orientation session at least one full term before you intend to conduct the field experience.

· Review the Application and Learning contract now, so that that you can prepare for your experience.  The learning contract must be reviewed and approved with your faculty advisor.  

· More FAQs?  Review the Field Experience Orientation PowerPoints and meet with your faculty advisor.  These PowerPoints clearly outline each program’s expectations for the field experience. 

* The term “field experience” is a catch all term for referring to internships, organizational experiences and practica
