All students of the OMPH Program will be invited to submit abstracts to be considered for an oral or poster presentation at the symposium.   You should start thinking about the process early in the year so that you have time to complete a project and prepare a presentation.  You will need a faculty sponsor who will review your submission and answer your questions.

Frequently Asked Questions about the Symposium
Why should I make a presentation or poster at the Symposium?

· This event provides students a venue to present current and ongoing work through poster sessions and presentations.    

· It is great practice for future presentations at conferences such as APHA, OPHA, etc. 

· It is an addition to your CV’s “Presentation” section. 
· The outstanding oral and poster presentations will be recognized at the closing ceremony. 

· It is a time to show off your contributions to public health, and to excite others about your work and interests. 
Who is doing the presentations/posters?  Who will see them?

· All students of the OMPH Program are invited to make submissions

· Presentations will be made to the Symposium attendees: your fellow OMPH students, faculty, staff, OPHA members, alumni, and community partners. 
What should I present?

· Presentations can be based on any project you have done for class or work, research you are working on, reflections on your field placements, etc. 

· You can use work you’ve done for another conference, presentation, class etc. 

· You can make a presentation on current public health policy, experiences or trends that interest you. 

· If you aren’t sure what to present, talk to faculty or other students.  

Do I have to do this alone?

· No! You may have multiple presenters, and only the first author needs to be an OMPH student.  

· We encourage you to collaborate with fellow students, across tracks, and with faculty. 
Can I submit more than one abstract? 

· Yes.  However, if you are doing poster presentations you should consider submitting with a co-presenter so that someone is available so be at both poster(s) during the session.   It is possible to do both a poster and oral presentation, as they are not held simultaneously.
What should I submit/What is in the abstract?

· When the call for abstract comes you will receive information about what and how to submit it.

· If you have questions about how to write abstract, your faculty sponsor can assist you. 

· The deadline to submit abstracts will be announced with the call for abstracts.
How do I find a faculty sponsor?

· Consider the faculty member you worked with on the project, in whose class you completed it, your advisor, or faculty member that you know well. 

How much does it cost to register/attend the symposium?

· It is FREE! There is no cost to attend and we will feed you!
